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CHAPTER 1 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

1.1  Project and Public Purpose 

Advancement in the railway sector encompasses a wide range of initiatives aimed at 

improving infrastructure, operations, technology, and customer centric services. 

Upgrading the railway infrastructure through the construction of new lines, tracks, 

and stations is vital for boosting capacity, reliability, and safety within the sector. The 

development of high-speed rail lines, electrification of tracks, and installation of 

modern signalling systems are also essential for the holistic advancement of the 

railway industry.  

Thiruvananthapuram, the capital of Kerala, has been witnessing various 

developmental initiatives across different sectors. Railway development in the 

district has been significant, contributing to connectivity and transportation 

infrastructure. Thiruvananthapuram is the headquarter of Trivandrum Railway 

division which covers the southern parts of Kerala and some parts of Kanyakumari 

district of Tamil Nadu state. However, the land constraints at the Trivandrum Central 

(TVC) railway station have posed challenges for further development and the 

authorities were forced to redistribute some activities of TVC to the adjacent railway 

stations with a view to provide enhanced services to the passengers. In this context, 

a Coaching Terminal was proposed at Nemom due to its close proximity to TVC and 

the availability of railway land in the area. 

The proposed project is intended to acquire land for the construction of Nemom 

Terminal and Thamalam-Arikadamukku Junction development as part of 

development of Thiruvananthapuram-Kanyakumari railway doubling.  

The proposed project aligns seamlessly with the provisions outlined in the Right to 

Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation, and 

Resettlement Act of 2013, specifically Section 2-(1)-(b)-(i). This classification 

underscores the project's identification as a public purpose endeavour, thereby 

justifying its significance within the purview of societal development. 
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1.2  Location 

Nemom, situated approximately 8 Km south of Thiruvananthapuram city centre, is a 

southern suburb within Thiruvananthapuram district. Nemom Railway station is the 

first block station towards Nagercoil from TVC railway station. It falls in the 

administrative limits of Pallichal panchayat and has recently been proposed for 

inclusion within the municipal corporation of Thiruvananthapuram. The place is well 

connected with Trivandrum, Neyyattinkara, Vizhinjam, Poovar, Kattakkada, Nagercoil 

and Kanyakumari. The Vizhinjam International Seaport Limited is 12.8 km away from 

the proposed Nemom Terminal. Hence, the significance of the Nemom terminal is 

expected to increase.

1.3 Size and Attributes of Land Acquisition 

The proposed project for the construction of Nemom Terminal and Thamalam-

Arikadamukku junction development requires 2.5955 Ha of land spread over the 

Pallichal and the Thirumala villages of Thiruvananthapuram district. The wards from 

which the land is to be acquired is given in the Table 1.1.

The proposed project includes construction of Nemom Coach Terminal and 

Thamalam-Arikadamukku junction development. This land acquisition initiative will 

impact areas currently utilised for residential, commercial, and agricultural activities.

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1.4 Alternative Considered 

The proposed project aims to construct a Coaching Terminal at Nemom railway 

station. Therefore, land adjacent to the existing railway station must be acquired, 

leaving no alternative option. Requisition officials reported that they had meticulous 

planning to minimise the impact on existing structures and to avoid additional land 

acquisition for the project. No viable alternatives were found with comparable 

advantages, in minimising disruption and maximising accessibility. 

1.5 Social Impacts 

The land in the project area serves multiple purposes, including residential, 

commercial, and agricultural uses. The social impact study for the construction of 

Nemom Terminal and Thamalam-Arrikkadamukku junction development revealed 

that the project will directly affect a total of 68 landowners. The land acquisition will 

indirectly impact a total of 12 families who run commercial establishments for rent 

or work in these establishments. The acquisition also affects crops including coconut, 

banana, jackfruit, mango, areca, and tapioca. Hence, the proposed land acquisition 

may lead to loss of livelihoods for some of the people in the project area. 

Additionally, 2 families residing in rental houses located in the project area will also 

be affected. There is a tomb in a private property in the affected area. The assets 

and infrastructure in the area like electricity supply infrastructures, drainage system, 

BSNL tower, sources of drinking water including wells, may be affected owing to the 

land acquisition of the proposed project.  

1.6 Mitigation Measures 

The proposed land acquisition is poised to significantly impact not only the land and 

structures but also the livelihoods of the local populace. To address the potential 

negative repercussions arising from this acquisition, diverse and comprehensive 

mitigation measures can be undertaken by the authorities. 

One of the crucial steps involves in the mitigation is providing compensation to those 

who have lose their land, structures, and means of livelihood in accordance with the 

provisions laid out in the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land 
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Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act of 2013. Additionally, adhering to 

the regulations delineated in the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in 

Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Rules (Kerala) 2015 is imperative 

to ensure fair compensation to the affected individuals. 

Moreover, mitigating adverse effects can be further facilitated through the 

implementation of resettlement procedures as stipulated in the policies outlined in 

G.O. (Ms) No.485/2015/RD dated 23/09/2015 and G.O. (MS) No.448/2017/RD dated 

29/12/2017, issued by the Revenue(B) Department of the Government of Kerala. 

These policies serve as a framework to aid in the resettlement and rehabilitation of 

those affected by land acquisition.  

Another vital aspect of mitigation involves ensuring uninterrupted access to 

properties both during and after the construction period. Preserving and 

guaranteeing access to properties is essential to minimize disruption to the daily 

lives and activities of the affected individuals and communities. 

By implementing these robust mitigation measures in compliance with existing laws 

and policies, the authorities can effectively mitigate the adverse effects of the 

proposed land acquisition. This approach ensures that affected individuals receive 

fair compensation, are supported in resettlement procedures, and maintain access 

to their properties during and after the construction phases. 
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CHAPTER 2 

DETAILED PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

  

2.1 Background of the Project including Developer’s Background and Governance/ 

Management structure 

Thiruvananthapuram, the capital city of Kerala, has seen significant development in 

its infrastructure over the years. It has a well-developed transportation network 

comprising roads, railways, and airways. Thiruvananthapuram Central Railway 

Station (TVC) serves as a major railway junction in Southern India, connecting the 

city to various destinations across the country. The infrastructure development in 

Thiruvananthapuram aims to enhance the quality of life, promote economic growth, 

and position the city as a vibrant and sustainable urban centre in Kerala.  

Railway development plays a crucial role in the transportation infrastructure of 

Thiruvananthapuram facilitating passenger and freight movement, promoting 

tourism and stimulating the economic growth of the city. Thiruvananthapuram 

Central is the primary railway station serving the city. It is well-connected to the 

major cities across India through an extensive railway network.  

Trivandrum Railway division, headquartered in Trivandrum, is one of the six divisions 

of the Southern Railway Zone of India. As per the DPR for the construction of 

Nemom Terminal and Thamalam-Arikadamukku junction development, the division 

was formed on 2
nd

 October, 1979, carving out the Shornur-Cochin Harbor Terminus 

section from the erstwhile Olavakkot division and Ernakulum – Trivandrum 

Kanyakumari section of Madurai division. It was the 53
rd

 division in the country and 

has 625 km of route length and carries over 1.65 lakhs passengers daily. Track gauge 

in Trivandrum division is mostly BG and Electrified section. 

The station has undergone renovations and modernizations over the years to 

improve passenger amenities and operational efficiency. Various development 

projects have also been undertaken to enhance railway infrastructure in 
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Thiruvananthapuram which includes track modernization, station upgrades, 

electrification of railway lines, and the introduction of new train services.  

However, the land constraints at Thiruvananthapuram Central (TVC) have posed 

challenges for further development and thus it underscores the importance of 

constructing the Nemom Coaching Terminal. The construction of Nemom Terminal 

and Thamalam-Arikadamukku junction development will be carried out by the 

Southern Railway Division, Trivandrum. 

As per the section (16) of Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land 

Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement (RFCTLARR) Act 2013, the Government 

of Kerala has entrusted the Centre for Management Development, 

Thiruvananthapuram to conduct the Social Impact Assessment and to prepare a 

Social Impact Management Plan for the project vide G.O.(P)No.22/2024/RD dated 

16.01.2024  

 

2.2 Rationale for Project, including how the project fits the public purpose criteria 

listed in the Act 

Thiruvananthapuram Central Railway Station is a bustling hub in Kerala, with 

numerous trains departing and terminating here. However, due to congestion and 

operational constraints, the railway station is unable to realize its full potential. 

Several trains have been shifted to Kochuveli for their origin and termination. In 

contrast, trains at Kochuveli do not enter the main central station but instead halt on 

the outer side. 

In this context, the Nemom Coaching Terminal gained significance as it facilitates 

trains destined to or originating from Thiruvananthapuram, thereby reducing 

congestion during peak hours at Thiruvananthapuram Central Railway Station. This 

could also lead to the introduction of additional train services connecting to and 

from the district. Hence, the public would have easy and effortless access to various 

destinations.  
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The development of the terminal is also crucial in light of the upcoming Vizhinjam 

International Seaport Limited, as it facilitates the quick transportation of cargo and 

containers between the seaport and other points thereby bringing in new 

opportunities for economic growth and development. The proposed terminal is also 

imperative as all the pit lines at Thiruvananthapuram Central (TVC) are of a non-

standard type and require immediate replacement.  

2.3 Details of Project size, location, capacity, outputs, production targets, cost and 

risks 

The proposed project entails the land acquisition for the construction of Nemom 

Terminal and Thamalam-Arikadamukku junction development in 

Thiruvananthapuram district. The successful execution of this project mandates the 

acquisition of 2.5955 Ha of land spread across two distinct villages, namely Pallichal 

and Thirumala. The photographs of the project area are presented in Figure 2.1.

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2.4 Examination of Alternatives 

The proposed project aims to construct a Coaching Terminal at Nemom railway 

station. Therefore, land adjacent to the existing railway station must be acquired, 

leaving no alternative option. Requisition officials reported that they had meticulous 

planning to minimise the impact on existing structures and to avoid additional land 

acquisition for the project.  No viable alternatives were found with comparable 

advantages, in minimising disruption and maximising accessibility.  

2.5 Phases of the Project Construction 

The project is set to be finished in accordance with the schedule outlined and 

approved in the Detailed Project Report (DPR). 

 

2.6 Core Design Features, Size, and Type of Facilities 

 The Ministry of Railways, in its budget for the fiscal year 2011-12, announced a survey 

to assess the feasibility of developing Nemom as a second satellite passenger terminal 

to the Trivandrum Central railway station, with the first being Kochuveli on the 

northern side. The idea is that Nemom will be developed as a full-fledged railway 

station with passenger platforms and coaching facilities and thus acts as a terminus 

station for trains destinating/originating to/from Trivandrum, thereby reducing traffic 

congestion at Trivandrum Central railway station during the peak hours. The proposal 

also believed to facilitate development of TVC into World Class Station with more 

passenger amenities.  

As per the DPR, the detailed design of Nemom Coach Terminal is given below. 

• Doubling Works 

� 5 road crossing station at Nemom (with 4 Platforms & One water hydrant) 

� 3 Stabling lines 

� One shunting Neck 

� One FOB

Works for an amount of Rs. 5.79 Cr. has been done at Nemom within the available 

land (1 span of FOB, Platform 1, 2, & 3, Earth for formation, Extension of minor 

bridges). 

• Coaching Terminal 

The facilities proposed are as follows: 

• Two pit lines of 26B capacity. 

� One Stabling line of 26B capacity. 

� One integrated Sick Line shed with two Sick lines of 4B capacity each (with 

EOT Crane and bare minimum plants and tools required). 

• New station building adjacent to PF 1 with all amenities. 

• Subway connecting all platforms. 

• Development of proper approach road with circulating area.

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2.7 Need for Ancillary Infrastructural Facilities 

Provisions for continuous movement of people and transportation must be made 

throughout the construction phase. Additionally, construction activities should be 

meticulously planned to avoid obstructing access to residences within the project 

area. Ensuring uninterrupted access to drinking water and electricity is equally 

imperative. Measures should be taken to minimize potential pollution, encompassing 

air, sound, and water, throughout the construction process. 

2.8 Workforce Requirements (Temporary and Permanent) 

The project, implemented by Southern Railway Division, Thiruvananthapuram through 

a contractor selected via a tender system, emphasizes the need for a well – equipped 

workforce employing modern machinery and a diverse range of skilled, semi – skilled 

and unskilled labour. This structured human resource approach ensures efficiency in 

project execution. Furthermore, as part of a temporary relief measure, residents and 

the affected family members may be offered opportunities for employment in the 

construction work, aiming to mitigate the impact on their livelihoods. 

2.9 Details of Social Impact Assessment/Environment Impact Assessment if already 

conducted and any Technical Feasibility Reports 

There has been no prior conduct of Social Impact Assessment (SIA) study in relation to 

the proposed construction of the Nemom Terminal and Thamalam-Arikadamukku 

junction development at Thiruvananthapuram district. This document constitutes the 

draft report of the Social Impact Assessment study which is being conducted by Centre 

for Management Development. 

 

2.10 Applicable legislations and policies 

The acquisition of land for a project must be carried out with utmost consideration for 

preserving environmental conditions, safeguarding the livelihoods of local 

communities, protecting natural resources, ensuring public health, and upholding

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CHAPTER 3

The specialised SIA unit comprised experts with previous experience in 

similar projects, ensuring a thorough assessment and strategic planning for the social 

impact of the proposed infrastructure development.

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3.2 Description and Rationale for the Methodology and Tools Used to collect 

Information for the Social Impact Assessment 

This comprehensive study employed an inclusive and participatory approach by 

engaging a diverse array of stakeholders, including elected representatives and 

individuals affected by the project, with a particular focus on vulnerable sections such 

as Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, women, and those below the poverty line, at 

various stages. Utilising a mixed methodology that integrated both qualitative and 

quantitative methods, the study gathered qualitative insights during field surveys 

through Public Consultation / Focus Group Discussions (FGDs) involving all relevant 

stakeholders. These consultations covered aspects of the project, including its 

components and socio – economic impacts. 

The Social Impact Assessment (SIA) team initiated preliminary discussions with key 

officials of the district administration to gather information on government 

procedures, the project area, and the extent of the acquisition. A preliminary site visit, 

conducted in collaboration with officials from Southern Railway Division, Trivandrum 

(requisition authority) and Department of Revenue, served the dual purposes of 

physical inspection and information dissemination. The team meticulously analysed 

the existing conditions of the land, the status of infrastructure / structures, land – use 

patterns, and the available facilities for residents in the project area. 

Quantitative information from land owners and / or those affected by the project was 

systematically collected through household surveys, employing a structured Interview 

Schedule. The survey results provided crucial information related to the demography, 

socio – economic status, and livelihoods of the target community, forming the 

foundational data for the development of the Social Impact Management Plan. 

3.3 Sampling Methodology Used 

The objective of the study is to conduct a thorough assessment of all possible 

consequences arising from the land acquisition for the construction of Nemom 

Terminal and Thamalam-Arikadamukku Junction Development. Therefore, the study 
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team endeavoured to include every affected individual, ensuring a comprehensive 

understanding of the impact on all stakeholders involved. 

3.4 Overview of Information/Data Sources Used 

Primary data was obtained directly from affected families through face-to-face 

interviews. The study team utilised a structured Interview Schedule to gather specific 

details from the affected individuals, offering insights into their demography, socio – 

economic status, and livelihoods conditions in relation to the proposed project. 

Additionally, secondary data was sourced from the Revenue Department, Southern 

Railway Division, Trivandrum (Requisition Authority) and the Village Officers. The 

Social Impact Assessment (SIA) team engaged in preliminary discussions with key 

district – level officials, collecting information on government procedures, the project 

area, and the extent of the acquisition.

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CHAPTER – 4

Thamalam-Arikadamukku Junction Development. Additionally, it outlines the potential

4.1 Description of Land with the help of Maps, Information from Land Inventories and 

Primary Sources 

The land earmarked for the construction of Nemom Terminal and Thamalam- 

Arikadamukku junction development spans across Thirumala and Pallichal villages of 

Thiruvananthapuram district. The targeted land acquisition mainly covers properties 

utilised for residential and agricultural purposes. Commercial enterprises are relatively 

sparse within the project area. The land proposed for acquisition features a plain 

terrain.

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4.2.2 Impact on Agriculture / Plantation 

The acquisition will affect a total of 21 plots of land exclusively used for agricultural 

purposes where crops including coconut, banana, jackfruit, mango, areca, and tapioca 

are grown. It is noteworthy that approximately 90 per cent of such land will be 

completely acquired. 

4.2.3 Impact on Structures 

The land acquisition for the proposed project is expected to impact a total of 49 

buildings, owned by 28 landowners, either partially or completely. These buildings 

include commercial establishments, residences, car porch, outdoor toilet/bathrooms 

etc. The types of buildings likely to be affected are presented in Chart 4.2.

A total of 5 buildings in the project area will be partially affected by the land 

acquisition process. Among these buildings, three are being used for residential 

purposes. 

Approximately 90 per cent of the buildings in the project area will experience 

complete impact, while the remaining will be partially affected by the land acquisition 

process. The construction of the terminal and junction development impacts buildings 

in Pallichal village whereas, no buildings in Thirumala village will be affected.  
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4.2.4 Impact on Livelihood 

The land acquisition will result in the loss of livelihood opportunities for numerous 

land owners in the vicinity of the project area. Those who reliant on 

agriculture/engaged in commercial enterprises/rented out buildings will be affected.

It is understood that the livelihoods of 46 landowners will be impacted by the land 

acquisition process, with the project disrupting the primary livelihood of nearly 10 per 

cent of them. Only 1 land owner will experience complete disruption to their primary 

livelihood in the project area, while the rest will face partial impact. The proposed 

project predominantly affects the livelihoods of landowners in Pallichal village.  

4.2.5 Other Impacts 

The land acquisition will have an impact on various types of water sources in the 

project area. Twenty-two wells and 1 bore well in private lands will be affected.  The 

acquisition process will also impact a tomb and a BSNL tower located on private 

property.  Few landowners raised concern that the proposed land acquisition would 

leave them with only a small fraction of land that would be unusable.  
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4.3 Total Land Requirement for the Project 

The construction of Nemom Terminal and Thamalam- Arikadamukku junction 

development demands a total land area of 2.5955 Ha, spanning over Pallichal and 

Thirumala villages in Thiruvananthapuram taluk of Thiruvananthapuram district.

There is no such land in the vicinity of the project area which is used by the public.

acquisition of a total of 2.5955 Ha of land. The location for the proposed terminal is 

situated amidst the residential and commercial areas in Nemom.  

4.7 Nature, Present use, and classification of Land and if Agricultural Land, Irrigation 

Coverage and Cropping Patterns 

Majority of the land in the area, about 60 per cent, falls under the category of 

"purayidam. The land earmarked for acquisition serves various purposes, including 

residential, commercial, and agricultural uses. Major crops cultivated in the project 

area comprise coconut, banana, jackfruit, mango, areca, and tapioca. Almost half of 

the agricultural activities are conducted on land categorised as “Nilam”. About one-

third of the land used for agriculture is irrigated. 

4.8 Size of Holding, Ownership Pattern, Land Distributions and Number of Residential 

Houses 

The land slated for acquisition comprises private properties. Private land ownership 

takes diverse forms, including sole ownership and joint ownership. Sole ownership, 

where an individual or entity holds complete control and responsibility over a piece of 
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land, is more prevalent in the area, constituting 64 percent of private land ownership. 

On the other hand, joint ownership, where two or more individuals or entities share 

ownership rights and responsibilities, accounts for 36 percent of private land 

ownership. 

Nearly 35 per cent of the land owners have been utilising their respective plots for 

over 10 years, while 56 per cent inherited their land. In the project area, it is reported 

that, six plots are pledged in various financial institutions as a collateral security for 

loans, and one is involved in a legal case. 

The acquisition will directly impact a total of 67 families in the area, with 21 

landowners utilising their properties for residential purposes. 
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CHAPTER 5

5.1 Estimation of families 

The land acquisition for the project will directly impact a total of 67 families and 

indirectly impact 14 families. The livelihoods of 58 families will also be affected, 

including those who depend on agriculture/run commercial establishments, and the 

families of the workers employed by those establishments/agriculture fields, owing to 

the land acquisition. The details of families those who will be affected are given in 

Annexure V.

Hence, this project will indirectly affect 12 

families including those who run these commercial establishments.  

The families residing in rented accommodations within the area will also be impacted 

by the land acquisition. A total of two such families are expected to be impacted, both 

of which belong to the SC category. Among the family members, there are two female 

members, one of whom is a widow, and one member is chronically ill.

The Social Impact Assessment study conducted in connection with the land acquisition 

for the construction of Nemom Terminal and Thamalam-Arikadamukku Junction 

Development in Thiruvananthapuram district is entrusted to the Centre for 

Management Development, Thiruvananthapuram.   

The Nemom Terminal and Thamalam-Arikadamukku junction development, envisaged 

as a crucial component in the development of railway facilities, is a pivotal initiative for 

the advancement of the infrastructure and connectivity in Thiruvananthapuram 

district. The proposed terminal is anticipated to reduce congestion at 

Thiruvananthapuram Central railway station, ensure better amenities for the 

passengers and improving overall transportation efficiency. The development may also 

facilitate the introduction of new trains along the route.  

The enhanced rail and road infrastructure will bring substantial benefits to various 

industries as well. This station is expected to gain significant importance upon the full 

operation of the Vizhinjam project, serving both passenger and freight movements 

effectively. Therefore, the proposed land acquisition holds substantial promise in 

terms of regional development and connectivity. 

In this context, as per the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land 

Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 Section 2-(1)-(b)-(i), the project 

can be considered as a public purpose. 
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The construction work for this project will be carried out by the Southern Railway 

Division, Trivandrum and the project requires 2.5955 Ha of land from 

Thiruvananthapuram taluk of Thiruvananthapuram district. 

The execution of the project is expected to have significant impact on the land 

currently used for residential and agricultural purposes. The project will affect the 

livelihoods of few families who either run or are employed by commercial 

establishments in the project area. Numerous families who depend on agriculture also 

loss their livelihoods owing to the acquisition. The major crops cultivated in the project 

area include coconut, banana, jackfruit, mango, areca, and tapioca. 

It is understood that the alignment of the proposed project has been carefully 

designed to minimize the impact on local communities and structures during the land 

acquisition process. The construction of the terminal necessitates the acquisition of 

the land adjacent to the current railway facilities. Hence, there are no alternatives 

considered in this case. It has been found that the amount of land taken up for this 

project is the minimum requirement. 

Proper measures as per RFCTLARR Act 2013 and Rule 2015 will help to mitigate the 

negative impacts of land acquisition. 

11.2 The above analysis will use the equity principle as a framework of analysis for 

presenting a final recommendation on whether the acquisition should go through or 

not. 

Comparing the positive against the negative impacts, even though the estimated cost 

and efforts for the mitigation measures including re-creation of livelihood and 

rehabilitation of the families who are affected by this land acquisition is high, the 

implementation of the project will improve the rail and road infrastructure in the 

state. The project will also contribute to the economy. Hence, the authorities should 

make proper action plan to rehabilitate the families with adequate and fair 

compensation and to reconstruct the livelihood opportunities of the people who solely 

relied on the project area for income.  
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• Compensation shall be provided for the project affecting land owners as 

per the Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition, 

Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act 2013 and Rules 2015. 

• Resettlement procedures as per the Policies vide G.O.(Ms)No.485/2015/RD 

dated 23/09/2015 and G.O.(MS)No.448/2017/RD dated 29/12/2017 issued 

by Revenue(B) Department, Government of Kerala for the rehabilitation 

and resettlement package for acquisition of land in the state in lieu of 

RFCTLAR&R Act 2013. 

It is observed that many of the negative impacts highlighted can be minimized or 

reduced with effective and relevant mitigation measures and strategies mentioned.  

All the landowners in the proposed area advocate the construction of Nemom 

Terminal and Thamalam-Arikadamukku Junction Development and are willing to offer 

the land for the project, provided proper rehabilitation and resettlement are ensured. 

Hence, the study recommends to proceed with the land acquisition for the project by 

ensuring effective and relevant mitigation measures and strategies.
